Dear Friends, 
 

 This is the weekend before Ash Wednesday and the start of 

Lent.  As always, we have a few things that are handed out this 

weekend for your reflection and use during Lent. 

 This year we have chosen a theme for Lent, “Turn Joyfully 

To Christ.” Everything we will do in church  will try to center 

on that theme, and hopefully, each of us in our domestic church 

(home) will try to use that theme around our readings, activi-

ties, and daily living.  How, when, why, can I/We “turn joyfully 

to Christ” this time of Lent. 

 As in past years, we will have the opportunity to take part 

in “Operation Rice Bowl,” the Catholic Relief Services pro-

gram that can help us be in touch with the hungry and poor 

throughout the world and respond with sensitivity, sacrifice, 

and donations.  Please read the insert in today’s bulletin and the 

weekly bulletin articles, as well as, the calendar provided to 

each family.  The little rice bowl can be a reminder of what 

most people use to eat every day of their lives.  One of the sug-

gestions from Operation Rice Bowl is to give what you would 

normally spend on just one meal during each week of Lent, and 

place that amount in your own rice bowl for sacrifice and do-

nating at the end of Lent. 

 This year you will also have the opportunity to use a little 

booklet, used in many parishes throughout the United States, 

and originally started by Bishop Ken Untener of Saginaw, 

Michigan.  I had the privilege of meeting the bishop several 

years ago at a National Catholic Rural Life Conference in Ply-

mouth, Michigan.  He was a great leader of his diocese.  You 

and your family are asked to spend six minutes each day to-

gether until Easter.  Each 24-hour day has 240 “six minute” 

packages.  During Lent, at least one of those should be given to 

the Lord in reflection and prayer. 

 You will also find a brochure in today’s bulletin with all 

the listings of activities here at SEAS throughout Lent, includ-

ing the communal Reconciliation Service, scheduled for Thurs-

day, February 25, at 7:00PM.  Let that be a time when families, 

friends, and neighbors come together to seek forgiveness and 

guidance from God. 

 Also, several parishioners have requested that I show my 

slide presentation about Haiti, especially in light of the tragic 

earthquake that struck Haiti a month ago.  I have selected Tues-

day, March 2, at 7:00PM to show the slides of my five trips to 

Haiti.  The presentation will show the extreme poverty and 

needs of that country, and how we as a parish might become 

involved with an already existing ministry and parish in Haiti. 

 Finally, there is an insert today about the comprehensive 

immigration issue that will come before the Congress this year.  

Our bishops are asking us to study the issue and support their 

call for this important legislation.  Please read the insert and go 

to the website of the American Bishops.  Next week we will 

have the text of the post cards that we are asked to sign and 

send to our two senators and congressperson on February
