Dear Senators Schumer and Gillibrand and Representative
Slaughter/Lee:

I am a concerned constituent and agree with the U.S.
Catholic Bishops that the U.S. immigration system is broken
and is in need of repair.

I ask that this year you support immigration reform legisla-
tion that keeps immigration families together, adopts smart and
humane enforcement policies, and ensures that immigrants
without legal status register with the government and begin a
path toward citizenship.

We are asked to sign three post cards, one to each senator,
and to our Representative (either Slaughter or Lee, depending
on which district you live in). There will be a fourth post card
(optional) to sign if you wish to receive more information on
immigrants through the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops’
Justice for Immigrants Campaign.

In his World Day of Migrants Message for 2010, Pope
Benedict XVI said, “Living in a foreign land without effective
points of reference generates countless and sometimes serious
hardships and difficulties for children, especially those deprived
of the support of their family...Conformed to Christ, every man
and woman may be regarded as brothers and sisters, children of
the same Father.” When he lived, Pope John Paul II said, “...
the family, even the migrant family and the itinerant family,
constitutes the original cell of society which must not be de-
stroyed, but rather defended with courage and patience.”

These post cards will be collected and sent with others
throughout the diocese and State of New York to our senators
and congressional representatives as this issue becomes evident
and important in this election year. Please prayerfully consider
signing your name to these post cards.
