Dear Friends, 
 

 I hope your Lenten journey is off to a good start.  I know 

people work and go to school during the day, but for those who 

may not work anymore or go to school, there is a daily Mass in 

the chapel.  Monday, Tuesday and Thursday Mass is celebrated 

at 9:00AM.  Wednesday it is celebrated at 5:00PM.  And on 

Friday there is a Mass for the early birds at 7:00AM.  On 

Wednesday, Friday, and Saturday there is a Communion Ser-

vice at 9:00AM in the chapel.   

 Maybe you have never been to the chapel, which is located 

behind the altar and wall in church.  Why not join us during 

these days of Lent.  A smaller crowd comes together to listen to 

God’s Word and for God to listen to our words in prayer. We 

then receive the Eucharist and go forth to live a better life every 

day. This is another opportunity to grow in our spirituality and 

love of God and neighbor. 

 Speaking of neighbor, this Tuesday, March 2, at 7:00PM in 

Seton Hall, I will be showing my slides of Haiti.  Some of you 

took up my offer a few weeks ago when I wrote in this column 

about my travels to Haiti five times during the years 1995 

through 2001.  While at St. John the Evangelist Church in 

Rochester, I and some parishioners joined a group from Corpus 

Christi Parish and now Spiritus Christi Parish to help build and 

staff a clinic in Borgne, Haiti, on the northern coast. 

 Borgne is a community of over 10,000 people, most of 

whom live in poverty.  The recent earthquake did not do much 

damage to that community, almost 100 miles north of Port-au-

Prince, the capital.  There is no electricity.  One cannot drink 

the water.  Through the efforts of some members of the Roches-

ter group, H.O.P.E., the people of Borgne now have some pota-

ble water to drink and cook with. 

 Most people have no jobs.  Unemployment is around 80% 

throughout the country.  People may grow their won crops.  The 

average Haitian lives on a couple of dollars a day.  Average 

income is $200-$300 a year.  Most people walk or ride bicycles.  

The roads in Haiti are very bad with huge potholes.  There are 

no government programs as we know them which serve the 

poor.  There are no taxes to help establish an infrastructure to 

provide services for the people. 

 My hope in showing the slides and talking about Haiti is to 

see if we at SEAS can join H.O.P.E. in continuing and broaden-

ing the ways in which people in Borgne and we here in New 

York  can work together.  I was very pleased with our collec-

tion for the people of Haiti who suffered through the devastat-

ing earthquake in January.  Unfortunately, living in Haiti is like 

trying to survive an every day earthquake of poverty, sickness, 

and despair.  Please come on Tuesday evening.  Hopefully, we 

can put our Time, Talent, and Treasure into good use for some 

people in Haiti and  extend a helping hand to people who have 

so little.
