As you read this article Fr. Bill will have returned refreshed
from a well deserved retreat. I’m sure he will share some
thoughts with us. Fr. Bill, consider yourself on notice to do so.

Speaking of retreat, another form of retreat, my request for
a leave of absence from a formal deacon assignment, has been
granted by Bishop Clark. It’s a one year leave that becomes
effective July 1. It will allow me to spend much needed time
with family, and discern and recharge my spirituality. As a
parishioner stated, * just hang out.” By July 1, 2011 I will have
received a new assignment.

This is the ministry in which we are
involved. This is the ministry that does not take a break, go on
retreat.

So, as we celebrate our summer retreat let us also remember
those less fortunate. Let us remember our ministerial obliga-
tions. Both of which do not take time off, take a retreat. Being
Eucharist, being the bread of life, does not allow us to take a
break.
