Dear Friends, 
 

 This week I once again share with you some of  the US 

Bishopsô statement, ñFaithful Citizenship.ò 

 

 ñIn the Catholic Tradition, responsible citizenship is a virtue, 

and participation in political life is a moral obligation.  As 

Catholics, we should be guided more by our moral convictions 

than by our attachment to a political party or interest group.  In 

todayôs environment, Catholics may feel politically 

disenfranchised, sensing that no party and few candidates fully 

share our comprehensive commitment to human life and dignity.  

Catholic lay women and men need to act on the Churchôs moral 

principles and become more involved: running for office, working 

within political parties, and communicating concerns to elected 

officials.  Even those who cannot vote should raise their voices on 

matter that affect their lives and the common good.ò 

 ñThe Church equips its members to address political 

questions by helping them develop well-formed consciences. 

óConscience is a judgment of reason whereby the human person 

recognizes the moral quality of a concrete acté(Every person) is 

obliged to follow faithfully what he (or she) knows to be just and 

rightô (Catechism of the Catholic Church, no. 1778).  We Catholics 

have a lifelong obligation to form our consciences in accord with 

human reason, enlightened by the teaching of Christ as it comes to 

us through the Church.ò 

 The Church also encourages Catholics to develop the virtue of 

prudence, which enables us óto discern our true good in every 

circumstance and to choose the right means of achieving 

itô (Catechism of the Catholic Church, no. 1806).  Prudence 

shapes and informs our ability to deliberate over available 

alternatives, to determine what is most fitting to a specific context, 

and to act.  Prudence must be accompanied by courage which calls 

us to act.  As Catholics seek to advance the common good, we must 

carefully discern which public policies are morally sound.  A good 

end does not justify an immoral means.  At times Catholics may 

choose different ways to respond to social problems, but we cannot 

differ on our obligation to protect human life and dignity and help 

build through moral means a more just and peaceful world.ò 

 

 Next week we shall hear the bishops speak on ñdoing good 

and avoiding evil, and how we are called to make moral choices.  

As we follow the candidates for public office, I try to look at their 

stands as it relates to the churchôs teachings on that particular 

subject, not my particular belief.  Then I try to see what the 

differences are and make a moral choice.  Is that what you do?
