Dear Friends, 
 How many of you have ever gone to our parish website at 

www.myseas.org?  I invite you to go online and see what is 

happening at St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Parish and what information 

you may not be aware of.  Under the leadership of parishioner John  

Wagner and others on our Communication Committee, we are 

updating and revising our website.  There is a wealth of 

information on it, and we are trying to improve it all the time. 

 There was a recent article in the BUFFALO NEWS this past 

week entitled, ñMany Seniors Depend on the Web.ò  The article 

reported that many senior citizens are now using the Internet for 

information and communication.  One, a Kathryn Robinson, is 106 

and began using the Internet at age 98, where she lives in a senior 

citizens home in Barclay, Pennsylvania.  John McCain, age 71, and 

Presidential candidate, has called himself ña computer illiterate,ò 

who now depends upon his wife for computer assistance.  

However, he is learning to be more computer-literate. 

 The article goes on to report that only 35 % of Americans over 

age 65 are online, according to data from April and May compiled 

by the Pew Internet Project of the Pew Research Center.  When 

factors like race, wealth and education are factored in, statistics 

show that 3/4 of white, college-educated men over 65 use the 

Internet. 

 If you have a computer, try using the Internet to view our 

wonderful website. It is always there online. 

 I wish to conclude the final part of the US Bishopsô statement, 

Faithful Citizenship: The Challenge of Forming Consciences for 

Faithful Citizenship.  The following final themes of Catholic social 

teaching provide a moral framework for decisions in public life: 

 ñOption for the Poor and Vulnerable:  While the common 

good embraces all, those who are in greatest need deserve 

preferential concern.  A moral test for society is how we treat the 

weakest among usðthe unborn, those dealing with disabilities or 

terminal illness, the poor and marginalized.ò 

 ñDignity of Work and the Rights of Workers: The economy 

must serve people, not the other way around.  Economic justice 

calls for decent work at fair, living wages, opportunities for legal 

status for immigrant workers, and the opportunity for all people to 

work together for the common good through their work, 

ownership, enterprise, investment, participation in unions, and 

other forms of economic activity.ò 

 ñSolidarity:   We are one human family, whatever our 

national, racial, ethnic, economic, and ideological differences.  Our 

Catholic commitment to solidarity requires that we pursue justice, 

eliminate racism, end human trafficking, protect human rights, 

seek peace, and avoid the use of force except as a necessary last 

resort.ò 

 ñCaring for Godôs Creation: Care for the earth is a duty of 

our Catholic faith.  We are all called to be careful stewards of 

Godôs creation and to ensure a safe and hospitable environment for 

vulnerable human beings now and in the future.ò 

 ñConclusion: In light of Catholic teaching, as bishops we 

vigorously repeat our call for a renewed politics that focuses on 

moral principles, the defense of life, the needs of the weak, and the 

pursuit of the common good.  This kind of political participation 

reflects the social teaching of our Church and the best traditions of 

our nation.ò
