Dear Friends, 
 The response to Father Emmanuel Udoôs mission appeal here 

at St. Elizabeth Ann Seton parish was very good.  As of today 

$2549.00  has been collected.  If you were unable or not present 

last weekend for his talk and homily and would like to contribute 

to his diocesan needs in Nigeria, you will have until the end of 

August to contribute.  Please indicate on your envelope or check 

that the contribution is for the Nigerian Missions.  If you contribute 

by check, make the check out to SEAS. 

 Last week I attended a workshop on the new diocesan 

guidelines for marriage, which went into effect on July 1.  When a 

couple decides that they are ready to get married, they normally 

call the church office and request either myself or Deacon Chris 

(who can preside at a marriage).  A period of six months is 

required for preparing for a marriage in the Catholic Church. A 

date is set to meet with them for the purpose of introducing 

ourselves, designating the proposed date of marriage,  filling out a 

diocesan form called the ñPrenuptial Investigation,ò and taking a 

ñPre-marriage Awareness Inventory.ò  This is a well-developed 

instrument for determining where the individuals planning to get 

married are at in their life as regards communication, marriage 

expectations, finances, interests, emotions, sexuality, spirituality, 

and in-laws.  Afterwards I go over the answers and develop a 

profile of this couple. 

 The couple is then expected to go on what we call a ñPre-

Canaò session.  This may be a one-day or two-day period with 

other couples preparing for marriage.  Presentations on the Rite of 

Marriage, the Spirituality of Marriage, the Catholic Teachings on 

Marriage and Family, and the Rite of Marriage are discussed. 

 After the couple takes part in the Pre-Cana session, they 

contact myself or Deacon Chris to go over the ñPre-marriage 

Awareness Inventory.ò  This is the most critical  time in the 

preparation for marriage.  If one or both individuals are not mature 

enough or willing to accept the responsibilities of marriage in the 

Catholic Church, either the proposed date is changed or the couple 

individually or together agree that this is not the time to get 

married.  Only twice in 34 years have I told a couple that I cannot 

marry them because they either are not ready or are immature of 

the responsibilities required to get married in the Catholic Church. 

One couple was in agreement and the other couple got married at 

another church and were divorced in a year. 

 Following the  discussion on where the couple is on the eight 

various areas of marriage, and determining that the couple is 

sufficiently ready to get married, the plans for the actual marriage 

ceremony either with or without a Mass is then planned.  A 

rehearsal; is scheduled the day before the marriage ceremony takes 

place so that all involved know what is about to happen.  Then the 

next day the marriage takes place. 

 Getting married is a very serious decision in the Catholic 

Church.  The new guidelines try to make this point with the 

presiding priest or deacon and the couple who intend to marry.  

This is a decision that affects two people for the rest of their lives.  

Everything should be done to prepare the couple for this very 

important decision and occasion.
